We are proud of our Prime Minister Hon’ble
Mr. Narendra Modi who at the UNO said,
“Aapne vishwa ko Yudh diya parantu humne
dunia ko Buddha diya.” ( you perpetrated the
culture of violence while India propagated
love and peaceful co-existence.

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A Tribute

BK Prof. Mohinder Kumar Kohli

ﬁ sincere, affable and cordial friend always
inclined to help and support you; a gentle
social and humorous person whose wit
made him rise above the company; a dedicated teacher
for whom teaching was not just a passion but became his
second nature, but above all these qualities and traits,
BK Prof. Mohinder Kumar Kohli had been Shiv Baba's
completely devoted child all these years in his thoughts,
words and deeds. My association with Late Prof. M.K.
Kohli has been for more than 45 years.

[ met Prof. Kohli at Govt. Post Graduate College,
Bhiwani (Haryana) in 1972 where we both were
lecturers in English. That association lasted for more
than 5 years during which time we grew into close
friends. I found him not only a good guide but I could
learn from him many things in the art of teaching. His
approach to teaching was more of a social affair than an
academic skill. He believed in treating his students more
as his younger brothers and sisters and children than
treating them as people gathered from different social
and economic background. His objective would never
be just completing the prescribed course, but he took
upon himself the responsibility of guiding his students
in manners and general behavior as well. He has been a
writer, academic as well as journalistic. Many of his
Middles were published in The Tribune (Newspaper,
published from Chandigarh). He wrote many books on
English grammar for school students.

However, more important than his performance at
the college was his spiritual inclination which brought
him and whole of his family to Shiv Baba. It was really a
great courageous step for him to allow all his three
daughters to be surrendered and open a Brahma
Kumaris centre at their home in Gurugram (Haryana). It
was almost 20 years after our transfer from Bhiwani (I
was transferred to Hisar and he was given Gurugram)
that we met again at Gyan Sarovar in 1999. Since then
we have been working together in the Education Wing
ofthe RE&RF.

Ours was an intellectual association dedicated to
the service of Shiv Baba. During all these years together

'M_v.zsm-

we brought out books, souvenir, albums, reports, course
books etc. I remember during the Golden Jubilee
celebrations and then the Platinum Jubilee celebrations
he dedicated himself thoroughly and continued to work
till very late in the night.

Today when 1 sit in the office of our Education
Wing, I find myself alone in his absence. He was not
only helpful by his suggestions but his sense of humour
was so jovial that it kept us all in the office full of energy
and liveliness. His jokes and wit were always brief and
timely and decent.

Prof. M.K. Kohli had a deep love for old music and
literature. The old film songs that carried a humanistic
message appealed to him. He would often encourage me
to compose poems, that bring out the depth of emotions,
with an Urdu touch. One of my compositions that he
liked much was:

'Zindagi ke lamhon se meri dosti Kkaisi,

Ye musht-e-gubaar se adhik kuchh bhi nahi,
Katra-e-hawa mein ur jaate hain ik din,
Kaayeda-e-wafa in mein bhala kuchh bhi nahi.
